Topics Presented:      

This meeting was held to discuss the concerns of the 9th Street residents due to the proposed 
realignment of 10th Street.  Two options were presented by (WA) that could reduce impacts on the 9th

Street Residents.   

(WA & FP) Gives Power Point Presentation 

(FP) Traffic data was taken  in July of 2008 
(FP) There is a correlation between creek flow and parking demand  
(FP) Looked at about 11 different access plans since this project has started  
(FP) Closing the 9th Street intensifies traffic as people need to turn around the street 
could also turn into a drop off for the recreation center. 
(WA) The height of the berm that separates 9th street could be about 8-10’  
(PRB/AC) Concerned about senor drivers navigating this road alignment with the 
boulevard parking etc.  Have you considered them?   
 (WA & FP) the road will be traffic calmed which should reduce accidents 
 traffic tables will slow cars down and can be used as pedestrian crossings. 
(PRB/AC) Deeper parking spaces will only happen in the Park not along 10th?
 (WA) Correct 10th is too narrow 
(PRB/AC) It looks like you will be adding more road to the park? 
 (WA) you may be adding a little but in an low value area freeing up high 
 value areas. 
(PRB/AC) By removing the “Kayak” lot you lose a put in/take out space. 
 (PRB) Kayakers also but in by the water treatment plant and the library 
 (WA) we could put a drop-off at the kayak lot area.  
(PRB/AC) 10th Street looks narrow will it be able to handle RVs? 
 (WA) It will be narrow but it can handle RVs 
(WA) There are other options to further reduce traffic to 9th – no left turn, traffic 
bumps etc. 
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General Discussion:
(PRB/AC) How should the process look moving forward?  
(PRB/AC) To me there are bigger issues how does the plan meet the 2030 Plan?  
Does it go through planning commission? 
 (CGPR) It does not go through planning commission.  And the 2030 Plan 
 was approved a few weeks ago I think the idea was that this process would 
 not be held up by the 2030 process. 
(PRB/AC) What happened to the issues discussed in the 3rd public meeting? 

     (CGPR) My understanding was that besides the 9th street Residents people 
    generally liked it. Once we heard from the 9th Street folks we slowed the 
    process to get their concerns.  My biggest concern is that we are far and 
    equal to everyone who saw the plan. 
    (WA) We have started some of the tweaks but we were told to focus on the 
    9th Street concerns. 

(PRB/AC) Would like to see the plan move forward 
(PRB/AC) Would like to see the plan go through the 2030 process 
(PRB/AC) It looks like the plan lost some of its cohesiveness with the 9th street 
changes 
 (PRB/AC) I think the Plan was better before.  I don’t think the traffic numbers are 
correct…they don’t feel right. 
(FP) What if we re-run the traffic numbers and we find they are higher?  How does 
that affect the design? 
(PRB/AC) There is just too many activities located at the end of a residential street it 
would be better spread out along the corridor. 
(PRB/AC) On idea would be to dead end 8th and not provide a 10th connection 
(WA) we looked at that and getting a water treatment tuck down 8th is difficult 
(PRB/AC) This is just a Master Plan there will be opportunities to make changes 
before it is built. 
(PRB/AC) How long will it take to run it through the 2030 Plan? 
 (PRB/AC) Not long 
(PRB/AC) Does there need to be another Advisory Committee meeting? 
(PRB/AC) I want to see the 90% plan to get a really good idea 
(WA) We will have the 90% plan complete by March 1st

(PRB/AC) What about reducing parking in Lions Park? 
 (WA) We have heard that people want the same amount of parking 
 (CGPR) Reducing Parking would be a major change and would effect other 
 users. 
 (FP) Parking will always be an issue if you build more it will just fill up 
 (PRB/AC) What about moving parking down to Vanover 
 (PRB/AC) The community center is where the activities are 
 (CGPR) The kayak course can’t be moved east because the grade won’t 
 allow for it 
(PRB/AC) What read alignment will end up in the Plan? 
 That will be decided tonight

 (CGPR) A study was done a few years ago and it was determined that 
 lighting was not needed. 
 (WA) We will add a note saying that should be investigated during final 
 design. 
(PRB) Can you show the location of festival space on the plans? 
 (WA) We will show it. 
(PRB) Can you show the extent of usable space on the plans? 
 (WA) Yes. 
(PRB) What effect does the Library expansion have on the farmers market? 
 (WA) We will look in to it. 
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 (WA) There is a possibility that the Farmers market could go where the 
 Municipal buildings are now if they move.   
(PRB) Special surfacing for the Farmer’s Market would be nice? 
 (WA) We will add a note.
